Adoption and amendments for Boed policies are typically recommended by the president and
approved by the Board with the exception of thoseBoard policies that govern how the Board
functions (e.g.Board Operations and Agenda Guidelin€gde of Conduct for Members of the
Board of Regets) which are not recommended by the president.

Administrative Policy

Administrative policies are systemwide policies that inplement Board policy; achieve
compliance with laws, rules, or regulations; or address a risk to the institution that cannot be
adequately addressed elsewherdf there is a conflict between Board and Administrative
policies, Board policy takes precedence. Compared to Board policies, Administrative policie
used to administer the University andcontain procedures, appendices, F@s, and forms.
Administrative policies are amended more frequently, helping to mmote operational
efficiency and effectiveness.
